Aligns With Building Blocks

Jolly Phonics supports the 5 basic premises:
· Children learn that reading provides both          enjoyment and information, and they develop and desire to learn to read and write.

· Students also learn many new concepts and add words and meaning to their speaking vocabularies.
· Children learn print concepts, including how to read from left to right, how to read a page from top to bottom, etc. 
· Students learn to read and write some interesting-to-them words, such as “Pizza Hut,” “cat,” and “bear.”
· Students learn some letter names and sounds usually connected to the interesting words they have learned.
