What To Do After the 42 Sounds Are Introduced
Writing, Writing, Writing & more Writing is the key! 
Also, use Concepts About Print (Marie Clay)  
Now the BIGGEST part of the program begins! That is, teaching them how to unlock and use all the skills you’ve spent 42 days teaching them…they truly don’t know how smart they are!  Continue to emphasize the proper holding of writing tools, proper posture when writing, along with proper letter formation. 
1. Celebrate on Day 43! On days 44-85, go through the 42 sounds again, now connecting letter sounds to letter names.

2. Review some or all of the sounds & motions daily in some way: matching sound pictures to sound pictures, matching sounds to letters, flash cards of sounds and/or letters and/or motions, use pointer to review the wall frieze, play & sing some of the songs, play the CD during play time or a work time, incorporate the introduced sounds in the Morning Message, Jolly Bingo, in centers & making connections during conversations or during story time
3. Review the Tricky Words that have been introduced.  Some activities that help are: Tricky Word Bingo, Hang Man, Tricky Word Badges, reviewing a Tricky Word chart, using a pointer to read the Tricky Word Wall Flowers, incorporate the introduced Tricky Words into Morning Message, use Wikki Stix, highlighting tape, highlighters to showcase them. Identify the ‘tricky’ part
4. Write something every day: in the air, on the rug, on the palm of your hand, on chart paper, on a class chalk board or white board, on individual chalk boards or white boards (plastic plates), with clay, on gel bags, with pencil, crayon, marker, colored pencil, with a computer, on paper, on paper bag puppets, on art projects, in journals.  Make Class Books, books with upper grade buddies, individual book/booklets, chart stories, graphs, poems.
5. Concentrate on mastering the names of the letters and matching upper and lower case letters.  Work on alphabetical order.  Work on punctuation. Work on discriminating between what is letter, a word, a sentence.  Don’t assume they know what each is!
6. Take any literacy skill worksheet & make it into a file folder game or an overhead. Overhead centers are great! Don’t let your school throw yours away! ‘Catching’ an overhead word is great fun!
7. Use any literacy materials you have and incorporate the Jolly sounds. Use Dr. Jean ABC/literacy songs & incorporate Jolly.
8. Have a Morning Message Center (when you see that some friends may be ready) – they can follow the format you’ve established and write some sentences of their own, similar to your Morning Message. Give them TIME to write! Give blank paper/notebooks.
9. Concentrate on reading, writing & spelling these:
 *consonant digraphs:  sh, ch, th, th, (a pair of consonants that makes only one sound)

 *vowel digraphs: ai, ee, ie, oa, ue, ou, oi, oo, 00 (a pair of vowels that makes only one sound) 
 *diphthongs: ‘ou’ and ‘oi’ – these two letter groups each have   2 sounds, but the first sound slides into the second
        *r-controlled vowels:  ar, er, or

        *short vowels: a, e, i, o, u
10.Begin introducing alternative vowel spellings. People’s names are great examples and a great place to start! Unless your name is Kim or Bob, most names are ‘tricky words’ – they don’t follow the rules. For example: if we were to use our Jolly Phonics sounds to spell Santa, we would spell it S-a-n-t-u, Debby is D-e-b-ee, Shannon is Sh-a-n-u-n. Try saying the name as it is to compare how different it sounds as it is – Santa becomes S-ă-n-t-ă – definitely not how we say it!
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
